SUMMARY

Nymphs and reared adults of a new species Heptagenia (Kageronia) orbiticola
sp. n. from the Far East and H. (Heptagenia) lutea sp. n., from the Caucasus are
described. Nymphs of H. (H.) chinense Ulm. and H. (H.) guranica Belov are descri-
bed for the first time. Ephemera citrina Hummel, 1825 (nomen oblitum) is a syno-
nym of H. flava Rost., but not of H. sulphurea (Miill.); the variability of the nymphs
and imago of H. (H.) flava is described. H. tadzhikorum Tshern., H. platysma
Tshern. and Sigmoneuria amseli Dem. are junior synonyms of H. (H.) perflava
Brod.
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
